EARLY YEARS PUPIL PREMIUM (EYPP) Planned Expenditure 2020-2021

The Early Years Pupil Premium is additional funding provided to schools to help diminish the
attainment gap between children from low-income and other disadvantaged families and
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their peers. This amount is an extra £302.60 a year for each eligible pupil, the term after their 3™ birthday.

Settings can use the additional funding in any way they choose to enhance teaching and learning within the setting

and to close the attainment gap.

At Kingswood we value every child and believe that children make progress through high levels of wellbeing,

involvement, exploratory play and high quality teaching. The additional money will be used for targeted intervention

to enhance teaching, learning and experiences within the setting. This could include staff training, purchasing

resources to meet the needs of the child or offering new experiences. We use assessment to identify where a child

may need additional support and consider resources and training accordingly.
